Cyclone Nargis hit Burma’s densely populated rice 
growing Irrawaddy Delta region last week. Winds of up 

to 200km/h wreaked havoc, leaving thousands of people 
homeless and inundating a major food production region 

of Burma. The death toll could reach 100,000.
ñThis is the worst natural disaster that Burma has suffered in living 

memory. Itôs very much like Burmaôs tsunami,ôô Larry Jagan, former BBC 
Asia affairs editor,  told ABC Television. ñThe people had no warning and 
most Burmese cannot swim so the majority of them would have drown.  

The death toll is only the tip of the iceberg,ôô he said. 
ñThe real problem is that weôre talking about a mass homelessness, 

possibly in the millions of people in the delta and in Rangoon.ôô

The Thai government today sent a plane carrying medical supplies, 
mosquito nets and plastic sheeting for makeshift shelter, Mr Jagan said. 

The Red Cross has been sending supplies from Kuala Lumpur, while the 
World Food Program has amassed 90,000 tonnes of rice in Rangoon.
